Hoje em dia, ja resulta 6bvio que os fenémenos poéticos na actualidade podem ser
extrapolados para os estudos socioculturais e econémico-politicos em geral. Também ja
existem suficientes indicios para argumentarmos as seguintes quatro hipoteses:

e A poesia contemporanea, na sua orientagdo para o politico e o publico, questiona
e tende a excluir textos de vozes, sujeitos e (cosmo)visdes ou ideologias de
caracter Unico e uniforme.

e Abriram-se espagos dialogicos com diferentes posi¢des, percepcdes e linguagens.

e Os espacos da imaginacdo poético-politica vinculam-se frequentemente aos
movimentos sociais.

e Actualmente, na sua maioria, os protestos sociais podem ser analisados como
accdes poéticas que expressam a vontade de a imaginacdo produzir mudancas
estruturais na realidade.

Desde o projecto “Contemporary Poetry and Politics: Social Conflicts and Poetic
Dialogisms” (POEPOLIT II, PID2019-105709RB-100) queremos propiciar uma
compreensdo mais profunda do nosso contexto sociocultural e politico através da andlise
de diferentes formas de expressdo poética. Por isso, convidamos propostas de estudos de
caso provenientes dos diferentes ambitos culturais e literarios de lingua portuguesa e
galega (Africa, Brasil, Galiza, Portugal), relacionados com uma ou varias das seguintes
perguntas de investigacao:

1. Existem correlagdes entre a poesia contemporanea (ou outras expressdes
poéticas), os conflitos sociais e 0s usos enunciativos dialogicos?
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2. Em que medida ¢ possivel um discurso poético de oposicdo ao capitalismo
globalizado e as politicas publicas?

3. Existe uma reactivacdo poética do corpo social? E que obras ou expressoes
poéticas dialogam, na actualidade, com movimentos/ac¢des politicas?

4. De que maneira o realizam e com que consequéncias?

Os estudos poderiam abranger, também, diferentes conflitos globais da actualidade, por
exemplo: a ordem econdmica neoliberal; a razdo e a ordem do Estado; o controlo da
informagao e do corpo; o heteropatriarcado; a condi¢do colonial ou neocolonial; os fluxos
migratdrios; a diferenga cultural e linguistica; a ética animal e as relagdes abusivas com
outras espécies; a exploracio de recursos; as identidades e as relagdes
sociais/comunitarias ou interpessoais; os afectos e as ldgicas afectivas; o campo educativo
em geral e os direitos da crianga.

Gostavamos de receber propostas de andlise critica sobre os seguintes ambitos
tematicos:

e Conflitos sociais presentes de forma recorrente e significativa na producao poética
dos ambitos literarios e culturais em questdo na actualidade (incluindo praticas
poéticas interartisticas, intermediais e interdiscursivas).

e Referentes tematicos na poesia actual em contraste com 0s usos € O0s
desenvolvimentos noutros géneros textuais, nas ciéncias sociais ou
historiograficas, ou nos géneros jornalisticos.

e Dialéctica entre discursos monoldgicos e dialdgicos na produgdo poética; a
classificacdo e a andlise critica da poesia dialdgica relacionada com conflitos
sociais.

e Recepcdo da produgdo poética estudada por diversos agentes sociais e culturais.

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English

It is already obvious today that contemporary poetics can be successfully extrapolated to
sociocultural and economic-political studies in general. There is also sufficient evidence
to back up the fallowing four hypotheses:

e Contemporary poetry in its political and public sphere aspect questions and tends
to exclude texts whose voice, subjectivities and (cosmo)visions or ideologies are
conceived as unique and uniform.

e The dialogical spaces created include different positions, perceptions, and
languages.

e Poetics-politics imaginaries are linked more frequently to social movements.

e Most contemporary social protests are susceptible to be analysed as poetic actions,
expressing the possibility of considering imagination as an asset that changes
reality structurally.

The research project “Contemporary Poetry and Politics: Social Conflicts and Poetic
Dialogisms” (POEPOLIT II, PID2019-105709RB-100) is interested in critically
describing how the results gained in four consecutive projects favour and intervene in a
thorough understanding of our political and sociocultural surroundings through the
analysis of different forms of poetical expression. Therefore, we would welcome the
submission of case study proposals concerning the cultural areas of the Portuguese and
Galician speaking world (Africa, Brazil, Galicia and Portugal), that reflect on one or
several of the following questions:

1. Are there correlations between contemporary poetry (or other poetical
expressions), social conflicts and dialogical statements?

2. To what extent is a poetic discourse, opposed to globalised capitalism and against
public policies, possible?

3. Isthere a poetic reactivation of the social body? And what recent poetries or poetic
expressions dialogue with political movements/ actions?

4. In what way does that happen, and what are the consequences?

The proposals could also encompass different contemporary global conflicts, e.g.:
neoliberal economic order; state reason and order; control over information and bodies;
heteropatriarchy; colonial and neo-colonial condition/conditioning; migratory waves;
linguistic and cultural differences; animal ethics and abusive relationships with other
species; exploitation of natural resources; social and communitarian or interpersonal
identities and relationships; affection and affective-logic; education in general and
infancy rights.

We would appreciate the submission of critical analyses of

e Social conflicts, which are recursive and significant in international contemporary
poetic production (including interartistics, intermedial and interdiscursive poetic
practices).

e Thematic references in contemporary poetry, in contrast with uses and
developments of other genre in social sciences, historiography or journalism.

e The dialectics between monological and dialogical discourses, in poetry
production; classification and critical analysis of dialogical poetry referred to
social conflicts.
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e The reception of studied production by diverse social and cultural agents.
